WHEREAS costs for fire fighting services may be charged to the property owner
regardless of who requested the service,

WHEREAS costs for fire-fighting services on Crown land, including provincial highway
right of way, are only recoverable if the Ministry of Highways and Infrastructure
requests the service,

WHEREAS fire fighting services along a Provincial highway right of way would most
often be requested through a 911 call from a passing motorist, '
WHEREAS municipal taxpayers should not be responsible to fund fire fighting service
costs through property taxes for fires occurring in the provincial highway right of way,
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that SARM lobby the Provincial Government to
cover fire fighting service costs that are incurred by the municipality for service
provided when a fire occurs within a provincial highway right of way.”
